Gospel (Mathew 17:1-9)

This is a reading from Gods special book the Bible.
One day Jesus took Peter, James and James’ brother John up on a high mountain, away from everyone.  While they were there, his face changed and shone like the sun, and his clothes became as white as light.  Suddenly, the disciples saw Moses and Elijah there, talking with Jesus.  Peter said,

“Lord, it’s good for us to be here!  If you want me to, I will make three tents – one for you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.”

While Peter was still talking, the shadow of a cloud came over them, and a voice came from the cloud saying, “This is my Son, whom I love very much.  Listen to him.”

When the disciples heard this, they fell to the ground and covered their faces because they were afraid.  But Jesus came and touched them and said: “Get up.  Don’t be afraid.”

And when they looked up, they saw only Jesus standing there.  When they were coming down from the mountain, Jesus told them, “Don’t tell anyone what you have seen until I am raised from the dead.” 
This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Discussion

Who did Jesus take up the mountain?
What happened?

Who did they see with Jesus?

Whose voice came from the cloud?

What did it say?

Reflection

Talk a little about Lent; this is the time when we prepare for the resurrection of Jesus.  To prepare, we try extra hard to live how Jesus has asked us to, so we may shine too.
Activity
Game “Guess Who”
Follow the idea from the Family Handout "Guess who?" Children will write their names with one clue and mix them up in a hat. You may need to help them write it, as not all will be able to write. Everyone picks a name out and try to answer.
