Gospel (John 9:1,5, 6-11, 32-33, 35-38)

This is a reading from Gods special book the Bible.

Discussion

What did the blind man tell his neighbours about Jesus?

Reflection
Imagine what it is like to be blind (Turn lights down for a few moments)
Jesus told the man he was the light of the world, he can help us find our way by helping us too make the right choice, even when it is hard to see.
