BE A LIGHT IN THE DARKNESS

Lay out around the room the lanterns with tea lights in.  Turn out the lights before going upstairs.  Take two lanterns upstairs, one for each group.  The lanterns will be lit for the children to take down stairs with them.  Then from these two lights, light all the other lanterns in the room.  Whilst on the journey from church to downstairs and whilst lighting the candles sing:
Share the light of Jesus.

If you can work in this light leave the lights off if not turn them on.

Gospel (Mathew 5:14-16)

This is a reading from Gods special book the Bible.

One day Jesus said: ‘No one lights a lamp and then covers it up, because then they could not see in the darkness.  They put the lamp up high so that its rays shine out!  You are like lamps, with the brightness of God’s love and Goodness shining out from you.  When you are good you will bring light into the world around you, and others will see you and thank God for sharing his goodness.’
Discussion

What did Jesus say we are like?  (Lamps)

Reflection

How can we be followers of Jesus? 
Jesus said we are like lamps.  How can we shine like Jesus?
Talk about how the one light we took from upstairs spread around the room to give us the wonderful light to show us the way.  Talk about how if we do one nice thing it can spread in the same way getting bigger and bigger.

Activity

Each child can colour in a flame put their names on it then stick them all on the flame of a large candle.
