Gospel (Matthew 16:21-27)

This is a reading from Gods special book the Bible.  
From then on, Jesus began telling his disciples what would happen to him. He said, "I must go to Jerusalem. There the nation's leaders, the chief priests, and the teachers of the Law of Moses will make me suffer terribly. I will be killed, but three days later I will rise to life." 

Peter took Jesus aside and told him to stop talking like that. He said, "God would never let this happen to you, Lord!" 

Jesus turned to Peter and said, "Satan, get away from me! You're in my way because you think like everyone else and not like God." 

Then Jesus said to his disciples: 

If any of you want to be my followers, you must forget about yourself. You must take up your cross and follow me. If you want to save your life, you will destroy it. But if you give up your life for me, you will find it. What will you gain, if you own the whole world but destroy yourself? What would you give to get back your soul? The Son of Man will soon come in the glory of his Father and with his angels to reward all people for what they have done.
Reflections 
Peter didn’t want Jesus to suffer, and he asked him not to let this happen. Jesus rebuked him for tempting him from doing what he must do. What things do we need to do that we find hard? 
Activity: say yes to things
Aim: Have them say yes to things they normally say no to, like eating, being good.

Prepare a big cards, have on 1 side YES, the other side NO

Then put on top “We say YES to God”. One one side below write “We say Yes to”, and on the other side write “We say No to”. Have lots of pictures of things that you want them to say yes to, which they find difficult to do, like eating vegetables, or meeting new people, etc. Let them take turn at picking a picture up, saying what they think it is, and asking others where it should go.

Closing Prayer
Dear Jesus, you found it hard to do always what God wanted. Help us to remember this when we find things hard to do. Amen
